This is a new banquet room that opened in 2020. It features

a sophisticated design with natural motifs, set against the
backdrop of Kyoto's lush mountain ranges.
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Located in the northwest section of the hotel, this banquet
hall offers scenic views and sunsets through its L-shaped

windows. After meetings or dining events, guests can relax
in the comfortable sofa seating.
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Aoiden was established in 1915 as the main dining hall for the enthronement ceremony of Emperor Taisho held in Kyoto. Featuring a modern
design, it is adorned with a coffered ceiling crafted from Japanese cypress, stained glass depicting Kyoto’s three major festivals in an
emakimono (picture scroll) style, and antique chandeliers. From windows on both sides, guests can enjoy views of a Japanese garden—
designated as a Kyoto City Cultural Properties (Place of Scenic Beauty) in 1994—as well as the cityscape of Kyoto. Aoiden is a symbol of The
Westin Miyako Hotel Kyoto and has served as one of Kyoto’s foremost Western-style banquet halls for over a century.
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The Aoiden Garden, a strolling garden facing Aoiden and Minori no ma,
stretches across the southern slope of Aoiden and is centered around
a dramatic three-tiered waterfall. This garden was created in 1933 by
Jihei Ogawa VII (commonly known as Ueji, 1860-1933), a renowned
Kyoto landscape architect and pioneer of modern Japanese gardens.
In 1994, it was designated as a Kyoto City Cultural Properties (Place of
Scenic Beauty) by Kyoto City.
